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1. Which cattle are in the paddock and are feeding at the feeding 
troughs? 
Supplementary feeding is expensive. The system will identify which cattle 
fed from the troughs and when. 
 

2. Measure the milk output for each cow. 
The system will help to ascertain milk production per cow and customize 
the supplementary feeding programs and correct certain dietary problems 
with their cows. 
 

3. Capture supplementary feeding. 
As the cows are milked and supplementary feeding provided to cows, 
capture details of the program onto the database as the cows are being 
fed rather than waiting until records are forwarded to the office. 
 

4. Reports on pregnant cows, ill cows and other specific cases. 
When the SLIM provides this facility it makes it possible for the farmer to 
reduce on the cows stress by not milking cows that are about to give birth. 
 

5. Keep track of the weight of a cow and reduce supplements if need 
be. 

 
6. Provide lactation curve per cow. 

The lactation curve and other individual cow or group reports will need to 
provide at the click of a mouse to any users of the information. 

   
7. Control access to records. 

Secure livestock records and provide access on a need to know basis. 
This will ensure confidentiality of records and still provide flexible access 
to livestock data resources. 
 

8. Provide on the spot records of the cow including vaccination history. 
No field worker will need to refer to paper files in the office to learn about 
the health record of a cow. These details will be made available on the 
spot regardless of whether the cow is in the milking shed, night paddock, 
or even grazing paddock. 
 

9. Count number of cows at night paddock. 
Everyday when your livestock goes out for grazing or comes back from 
the grazing paddock you will get an automatic count of which cows got 
into the night paddock. This happens automatically without the 
intervention of the herder. 
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10. Report on cows visiting milking parlor. 
You will also automatically get a register of which cows were milked and 
when. The SLIM will do this without the involvement of the herder – so long 
as a cow enters the milking shed the system will automatically record this 
event on the database. 
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 Enables herders to capture data on the usage of grazing paddocks 
whether they can read and write or not. 

 
 Automatically counts the cattle as they enter or leave the night paddock. 

 
 Again without human involvement it logs onto the database the ids of 

cows if they have been milked, including the date and time. 
 

 Automatically account for which cows ate the feeding supplements in the 
troughs placed in the night or even grazing paddocks. 

 
 Use hand held devices to retrieve details about the cow’s health or provide 

immediate access to a cow’s record from anywhere, even away from the 
farm.

1.1 EDL (Electronic Data Logger) for Records Collection 
 
When we setup and install the EDL hardware and software for any section on 
your farm, this will automatically collect data without human intervention, so long 
as the equipment is connected to electricity.  
 
The EDL collects and captures data regardless and this is done 24/7 so long as 
the events its setup to see do occur. 
The possible events that can trigger the EDL to capture data are; when cattle 
enter the night paddock they are automatically counted. If you deep your cattle 
regularly you can also have the EDL tell you which animals were dipped and 
when.

Although it is an advantage, you don’t have to be computer literate to use 
this equipment nor do you need to have a computer.  
  
 When the EDL storage is filling up, it can even warn you so that you can 
download its contents to a flash or external hard drive. Therefore you will never 
lose any of your farm records. 
 
With a little bit of work, we can even configure the EDL so that it automatically 
downloads records to an external hard drive when its internal capacity fills up to a 
certain level.
